The Library has seen many intervention lessons taking place this year from phonics and EAL to Maths and probably most rele-

vant – reading.  This year, the SEN team have surpassed themselves and managed to achieve something remarkable.  Led by 

Miss Hockett, they have succeeded in promoting a positive reading culture with some of our more reluctant readers.  Not an 

easy task.  But after targeting students who needed to improve their reading ages and by creating a warm, welcoming atmos-

phere in the library, they have done just that.  Student comments at the beginning of the year which ranged from a negative, 

‘reading’s boring’ to ‘I’m not doing it,’  have now been replaced by a bright and cheerful ‘morning Miss!’  and  ‘I enjoyed that 

book, are there any more by that author?’  More importantly, reading ages have, in most cases, improved.  In fact, 20 students 

who were re-tested have made progress to the tune of a collective, massive, 35 years and 5 months!  That’s an average im-

provement of 1 year and 9 months per student.   

According to Ofsted, schools should do more to ‘help pupils who enter key stages 2 or 3 unable to read fluently to catch up 

quickly’.  This year the library has been the perfect setting for enabling the teaching assistants to make this happen.

Year 10 College Taster Day – Exploring Next Steps 
Our Year 10s took part in an exciting College Taster Day at Accrington and Rossendale College, giving them a valuable insight 
into post-16 options. Students were able to try out a variety of courses including Law, Business, Cyber Security, Construction, 
Motor Vehicles, Joinery, Painting and Decorating, Beauty, Early Years, and Sport – to name just a few! 
It was a chance to explore possible pathways and think about their future careers. The feedback from the college staff was over-
whelmingly positive, praising our students’ attitude and curiosity. 
We were especially proud of how confidently students engaged with the experience. They were an absolute credit to our 
school. 
Oscar Beesley– “My Day at College – A Student’s View” 
Today I went to Accrington college. I undertook lessons in civil engineering and architecture at  Accrington College. I enjoyed 
both subjects that I did, including the practical work. The hands on learning was good. I learnt about the various tools used in 
civil engineering and architecture and made a floor plan in an architectural simulation. In my second session,  I learnt how to 
make a business plan and proposition. I also learnt how to advertise a business idea in the business program. Furthermore, I  
learnt how to give my opinion about a business idea and how we should give it a local spin.  However, our main idea in the busi-
ness program was how to ‘base out’ a prom idea; how to advertise it and how to get funds for the prom. 
Firstly, I would like to compliment the staff for being very inviting and helpful on my new journey to my future. 
Secondly, the campus layout was very well thought out and comfortable. Staff were friendly and  the  environment was condu-
cive to learning.  
The campus was clean and was laid out in a way that was very easy for students to navigate.

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The importance of Transport when considering secondary 

school preferences  

 

Advice from Lancashire County Council 

Dear Parents/Kinship Carers of Current Year 5 pupils 

 
Before the summer holidays begin, we wanted to get in touch with you about next term's prospective secondary 
school application, and how important it is to consider home to transport prior to making your final decision. 
You must consider carefully how your child will get to and from your preferred secondary schools before submitting 
your application for a school place. 

 
Pupils will only be eligible for free travel if they have an entitlement under the County Council’s Home to School 
Transport Policy.  It is important, when selecting your preferences for a school place, that you have read and under-
stood the information available on the website regarding school admissions and travel assistance. 
It is essential to remember - for transport purposes - the 'nearest suitable school' is the nearest school to the family 
home – and - in some cases, the nearest school will be located within another local authority area. 
If you choose to send your child to a school that Lancashire County Council does not consider to be the nearest suit-
able school, there is no duty to provide free transport. You will need to make your own transport arrangements.  
Assistance with home to school travel will not be needed for most children as they will attend their local school 
which will be within a reasonable walking distance when accompanied by a parent/carer as necessary. 
However, if transport costs are a concern to you, please contact your Area Education Office before submitting your 
application: 

 

  
If your child is not eligible for free travel assistance but you would like your child to travel to school by bus, you may 
be able to buy a season travel pass from us. 
The County Council will not provide extra services for non-statutory pupils and you will need to plan how your child 
will get to school if space on the bus is not available. 
Please call 0300-123-6738 or visit School bus season tickets - Lancashire County Council to make an application. 
It is important to plan ahead.  Please make sure that appropriate transport is available, should a place be allocated at 
your preferred school.
